Sarcoma Facts (courtesy of Sarcoma UK)

Sarcomas are rare cancers that develop in the supporting or connective
tissues of the body such as muscle, bone, nerves, cartilage, blood vessels
and fat.

There are around 3200 new cases of sarcoma diagnosed each year in the
UK.

Sarcomas are some of the commonest childhood cancers.

Most sarcomas (about 55%) affect the limbs, most frequently the leg. About 15% affect the head and neck area or
are found externally on the trunk, while the remainder will be found internally in abdominal area.

Senior Cancer Research Fellowships are aimed at outstanding researchers who have between six and
ten years of postdoctoral research experience, and who wish to further develop or establish an inde-
pendent research group. This six-year package comprises salaries for the Fellow, two postdocs, a PhD
student and a technician, plus running expenses and equipment costs.
